Introduction

A DL 4 desktop with the 2.4.18-8 kernel RPM contains 
the following USB related packages:

usbmgr: User mode daemon to load/unload USB modules

usbutils: lsusb (needs root)

usbview: user mode, GTK-based viewer for USB devices

hotplug: hotplug support (not installed by default)

Usage

Device names

/dev/sda[b], if stick is not partitioned

/dev/sdan, if stick is partitioned

Use ©cfdisk© to create partitions, if you want them

Use “dd if=/dev/zero of=/dev/sda bs=512 count=1” to 
remove partitioning

Usage

Prepare the desktop

put lines like the following into /etc/fstab

/dev/sda /ms auto  noauto,user,rw 0 0

Prepare the stick

To copy a (bootable) floppy to the stick, use dd if=/dev/fd0 
of=/dev/sda bs=1k 

To use the full capacity, do mkfs.msdos -I /dev/sda

Usage

Reading and writing sequence

©insmod usb-storage©

Connect the stick to a USB port (wait for LED..)

Mount the device (mount  /ms)

Access it like any other mounted filesystem

Umount the device (umount  /ms)

Disconnect the stick
